2> Redemption (he has bought on behalf of us) (1 Corinthians 6:19-20). . 
. 1 Corinthians 6:19-20 Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God? You are not your own; you were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your body.

3> Justification (he has declared innocent) (Romans 3:24). 
. Romans 3:24 and are justified freely by his grace through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus.

4> Reconciliation (we have become reconciled to our family) (Ephesians 2:13-14).

4) John 20:21-22. The authority and power for our commission to evangelize
John 20:21-22 teaches the authority and power of evangelism through the command of Jesus in the Gospel of John.

(1) The first imperative for evangelism is peace in our soul. “Peace be unto you.”

(2) v,21. ‘I send you’

(3) But we need more that authority, we need power to evangelize, and in verse 22, we see this also ‘he breathed on them’. 

. 1 Corinthians 2:4, ‘My message and my preaching were not with wise and persuasive words, but with a demonstration of the Spirit’s power’.

* Role of the Holy Spirit in Philip's evangelism (Acts 8)
. 8:26, The Holy Spirit told Philip to go out into the wilderness.
. 8:29, The Holy Spirit told Philip to approach with the chariot.
. 8:35, The Holy Spirit caused Philip to open the Bible and explain Jesus.
. 8:39, After completing evangelism, the Holy Spirit led Philip to the place he wanted.

5) Acts 1:8. Qualification for evangelist
‘But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth’

1) What is evangelism?
(1) Luke 10:2, ‘He told them, ’the harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field’. 

Matthew 9:37-38, “Then He said to His disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Therefore, ask the Lord of the harvest to send out workers into his harvest.” 

“Go” appears 233 times in the New Testament. The most important thing in evangelism is not our ability but our obedience.

(2) Luke 10:3, ‘Go! I am sending you out like lambs among wolves. Evangelism is sending sheep among wolves“. 

What is Mission? It is 'living as a disciple of Jesus Christ in a cross-cultural area'. 
Dr. Will Bruce, Mission is to live in the territory of an enemy country’.

2) How to evangelize?
(1) Luke 10:1, ‘The lord sent them two by two’. 

* 4 animals in evangelism : Ant, Coneys, Locusts, Lizards 
. Ant
Proverbs 30:24-28, “There are four small and wisest things on earth: the ant, though it has no strength, yet prepares its food in the summer
Proverbs 6:6, “Go to the ant, you lazy one, and see what he does and gain wisdom”. 
Proverbs 6:7, “An ant has no leader, no manager, no ruler.” 

. Coneys 
Proverbs 30:26, “Coneys are creatures of little power, yet they make their home inn the crags”

In Matthew 10:1-4, Jesus chooses 12 disciples, but all disciples are paired with two. Peter with Andrew, James with John, Philip with Bartholomew, Thomas with Matthew, and James son of Alphaeus with Thaddaeus. Close people are connected in harmony with each other. The only one who did not form pairs is Judas Iscariot. 

. Locusts
Proverbs 30:26, “The locusts have no kings, but they advance together in ranks”. 

Just as locusts fly in the sky even though they are small, we must rely on the power of prayer when we evengelize. 

. Lizard
Proverbs 30:28, “A lizard that can be caught in the hand is a lizard in the palace.” 
. Lizards teach the importance of penetration in evangelism. 

Acts 1:8 “But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.” 
Acts 8:1, “Saul deserved his death, and on that day a great persecution broke out against the church in Jerusalem, and all except the apostles were scattered throughout Judea and Samaria.” 
To be a witness, you must penetrate into anywhere you can go.

(2) House (oikos) evangelism
Luke 10:5, 'Whatever house you enter, first say, May this house be safe'. 

“House” is called “oikos” in Greek, and it signifies all kinds of relationship we are connecting.

* Jesus' ministry was centered around the house.
. Peter
. Zacchaeus
. Mary
Acts 5:42, “Every day in the temple and at home, they did not cease teaching and preaching that Jesus is the Christ.” 

(3) Relationship-centered evangelism
Luke 10:5-6, “When you enter a house, first say, ‘Peace to this house. If a man of peace is there, your peace will rest on him, if not, it will return to you”
* Two reactions of evangelism: 
. Type A

. Type B

Luke 10:7-8, “Stay in that house, eating and drinking whatever they give you. whenever you enter a town and they receive you, eat what is set before you.” 

1> Don’t disconnect with unbelievers

* Good Samaritan in Luke 10
. Priests and Levites
. Samaritan

2> Love is the best evangelism strategy. People want to see love more than hear words.

3> Show the love between Christian believers first
Acts 2:46. “Breaking bread at home, they ate with joy and sincerity of heart, and were favored by all the people, and those who were being saved increased day by day.”

(4) Necessity-centered evangelism required
Luke 10:9, “Heal The Sick Who Are there and Tell Them ‘The Kingdom of God is Near You’”. 'Healing the sick', the kingdom of God is not in words, but in power. 

* For this ends
(1) First, know the needs of individuals and regions. 
(2) You must do evangelism to follow the needs of unbelievers.
(3) Continue to serve. 

* Examples of necessity-centered evangelism: English teachers teach English for free, Car washing for free
. Street cleaning in Saturday, Carrying children to school by car, Caring the patients in the hospital
* Conclusion: ‘Evangelism is planting for harvest’
1 Corinthians 3: 6, “I planted it and I watered, but only God grew up”. Paul divides evangelism into three stages regarding the growth of plants. 
Ecclesiastes 11: 1, “Cast you bread upon the waters, for after many days you will find it again”.

4. Team Evangelism
. Introduction

1) Evangelism of Jesus
. Luke 10:1, ‘After this the Lord appionted seventy—two others and sent them two by two ahead of him to every town and place where he was about to go’.
. Ecclesiastes 4:9-12. ‘Two are better than one, because they a good return for their labor; If either of them fall down, one can help the other up. but pity anyone who falls and has no one to help them up. Also, if two lie down together, they will keep warm. but hpw can one keep warm alone? Though on maybe overpowered, two can defend themselves. A cord of three strands is not quickly broken’. 
. Matthew 10:2-4. The Lord recorded the names of the 12 disciples in pairs. Who are the only ones recorded one by one, not two? (Simon the Canaanite was a zealot, and Judas Iscariot was a betrayer of Jesus. They did not get along well with others and were independent and non-social.)
2) Mission in Acts (Acts 13:1-12)
. Who were the people who served the Antioch church? 
. Who was chosen as the evangelist among the two? who sent them? (v.1)
. Check out who these two are
. Barnabas (Acts 4:36-37, 11:24), Saul (Philippians 3:5-6, Acts 9:15)

3) Team Evangelism 
(1) Visit Evangelism
. Decide in advance which homes and areas to visit.
. Find out in advance the religion and family relationships of the home you are visiting.
. Don't end with one visit, keep coming
. After the visit, pray for the family and maintain relationships through bulletins, letters, and help.
. Even if you are rejected, be gentle and look for the next opportunity.
. After the visit, they make materials about their families, keep them in the church, and use them as evangelism materials.
(2) Street Evangelism 
. Prepare a banner or franc card introducing the church.
. Prepare and distribute pamphlets in advance.
. It is better to lead a conversation with each person rather than shouting at a lot of people.
. Dress and appearance are neat and refrain from words and actions that may offend people.
. Even if you prepare a sign introducing the church and wear a shoulder belt that reads, “Believe in Jesus,” 
. You can prepare praise, worship, drama, and performance on the street.

(3) Event Evangelism
. Lectures, concerts, cultural festivals, and performances and invite people.

4) Intercessory Team for Evangelism 
(1) What is Intercessory Prayer?

1> Abraham. Gen 18:22-33

. Jn 17:9, 20, “I pray for them. I am not praying for the world, but for those you have given me, for they are yours. “My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those who will believe in me through their message,“ (for the disciples)

3> Set up the time for intercession every day.

4> Make (organization) for intercession in the church.
